Family Engagement


Head Start programs must help parents and families support their children as they enter Early Head Start (EHS), and as they transition from Early Head Start to Head Start, another preschool program, or a child care setting. Early Head Start encourages family involvement and recognizes that parents and families are the strongest supporters and advocates of their children. 


As parents and families of Early Head Start children, there are many ways for you to become involved in the program and in your children’s educational future.
