Audio Description: 	Screen darkens. 
Will: 	If someone has trouble seeing me and trouble hearing what I have to say, how do I talk to them?
Will: 	Good question!
Will:	People who are deafblind have combined vision and hearing loss, but they still love to chat. 
Narjis:	The thing that I love people to learn about deafblindness is that we love to be approached and we love to be told hi. We don't like to just sit there in the quiet.
Will:	It's DeafBlind Awareness Week, and we're celebrating by chatting with our friend, Narjis. 
Narjis: 	My name is Narjis, and I'm 14 years old. I'm a bookworm, and I can't stop talking.
Will:	Wait, so how do I start a conversation? 
Will: 	Just like you would with anyone else. However, people who are deafblind use touch to communicate. 
Narjis: 	Touching is important to me because it's a form of communication.
Will:	They may use technology like a braille display, or listening technology like hearing aids or cochlear implants, or tactile sign language.
